Kick-Off to a Healthy School Year!

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
recommends good health habits to keep from getting sick at
school and at home.

Practice good hand hygiene  by washing your hands often
with soap and water, especially after coughing or sneezing.
Alcohol based hand cleaners are also effective.

Cover your mouth and nose  with a tissue when coughing
or sneezing.  If you donÕt have a tissue, cough or sneeze into
your elbow or shoulder; not into your hands. It may prevent
those around you from getting sick.

Stay home if you or your child is sick  for at least 24
hours after there is no longer a fever or signs of a fever (without
the use of fever-reducing medicine).  Keeping sick students at
home means that they keep their viruses to themselves rather
than sharing them with others.

Avoid close contact with people who are sick.  When
you are sick, keep your distance from others to protect them
from getting sick too.

Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth.  Germs are
often spread when a person touches something that is
contaminated with germs and then touches his or her eyes,
nose, or mouth.

Practice other good health habits.   Get plenty of sleep,
be physically active, manage your stress, drink plenty of fluids,
and eat nutritious food.
